Preamble 

One of the leading universities of Gujarat, CHARUSAT University decided to invest more in 

adapting the Holistic Development favoured Interdisciplinary Model with a mission to educate 

and prepare students to realize their potential to become Responsible Citizens in a diverse and 

increasingly interdependent global world. As a result, in 2014, an epic step was taken by the 

university to include a Course on Liberal Arts as a Credit Course across the curriculum and 

offer it to the First Year Undergraduate Students of the university. 17000+ students of the 

university have learned the lessons of Liberal Arts in 9 consecutive workshops so far. At present, 

courses of Liberal Arts are offered as credit courses to the students of UG programs of 9 constituent 

institutes of the university. These liberal arts courses are in line with the National Education Policy 

(NEP) 2020, which emphasizes skill enhancement courses. The introduction of these courses in 

2014 demonstrates their relevance and alignment with the objectives of NEP 2020.
